PRESS RELEASE

As per direction of the Supreme Court Committee on Road Safety
dt. 27-12-2016 and as per Section 146 of the Motor Vehicles Act, 1988, the third
party insurance coverage for all vehicles in India is mandatory. It is informed
that, at present nearly, 50% of the vehicles plying on road are without insurance
by the Insurance Regulatory Development Authority (IRDA) and General
Insurance Council (GIC). The non-insurance of vehicles causes much hardship to

the Road accident victims in obtaining compensation.

Now, the Ministry of Road Transport & Highways (MoRTH) has
taken steps to map the VAHAN data with the Insurance data to identify the
vehicles without third party insurance. The said process will be completed within
31% January 2017 and the details of uninsured vehicles will be sent to the
Transport Authority in the State and actions will be initiated against the

defaulters.

Third party insurance scheme is mandatory as per the Act for the
Motor Vehicles all the owners of the Motor Vehicles are hereby requested to
insure their vehicles under the third party insurance coverage. The vehicles
plying without third party insurance will be detained by the Authority during
enforcement and only after production of necessary valid Insurance Certificate
by the owners to the concerned Authority the detained vehicle will be released.

This comes into force immediately.

In this connection, the Transport Department, Puducherry has
already issued a press release on 12-11-2012 to create an awareness regarding
the third party insurance coverage to all the General Public. The enforcement
team will also monitor the same. Hence, all the owners of the motor vehicles

are hereby requested to extend their kind co-operation to ensure coverage of

third party insurance to their rrx\‘{gmr'vehtsles\
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
